Pledge of Allegiance


The meeting opened with a pledge to the flag.  

Announcement:   Purpose of the meeting


Mrs. Kiefer, Temporary Chairman opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. and stated that this meeting was two fold:  (1) Swearing in of two newly-elected township supervisors and the annual organization meeting.  

Retired Township Manager


Mrs. Kiefer wanted to take a moment to say something, particularly the person of whom I am speaking has donated a huge amount of time to Warrington Township.  I would like to say something about John Bonargo our retired township manager, the man donated and dedicated almost 35 years of his life to Warrington Township to the betterment of Warrington Township, into being the Chief of Police.  He came in 1971 and was here 28 years with the police force and retired in 1999 and then he was almost immediately enlisted to serve as the township manager by Mr. Anderson out there in the audience I believe harassed him until he agreed.  I have to say, I have been here 30 years in Warrington that of all the Township Managers I have come across I think he was the epitome of what I would call the perfect Township Manager.  He never let politics interfere with the running of the government operations, never got involved in any political things, he offered stability, integrity and a tremendous amount of reasoned thought and advice to all of us. Actually, a tribute to him is the fact that members of this board all asked him to stay which I think is a good tribute to tell you something about the kind of man he was for the township.  Filling his shoes is not going to be easy.  A difficult task for anybody and we are going to be looking for someone permanently, I understand we have someone who will fill that slot on a temporary basis, he postponed his retirement for it.  But I think the main thing we should remember is that John Bonargo put the township of Warrington prior to any other thing and I think that was the most important thing and running of operations.  We as Supervisors are elected at large to represent all of the township regardless of our political positions and I think the important thing is I have spoken to our New Supervisors Elect and they both agree that governing the township along with everybody else putting politics aside is what we are here to do.  

Mrs. Butterworth stated she would like to say something about Mr. Bonargo.  I came on the Board in 2002 and Mr. Bonargo made me feel very comfortable all the way to the present.  Yes, I am sad that he is leaving as the township Manager, very good manager, a very decent honest man.  But John didn’t go away really.  The man first of all never took a vacation.  He has one of the lowest township manager’s salaries.  He is dedicated to Warrington Township.  He is still going to be the Director of Emergency Services which his job has been to represent us with the Fire, Police and Ambulance.  He is 

still going to be a Consultant if we need anything to hire him.  So he didn’t walk away completely.  He assured us, he is there, any of this board or new elected board members can feel free to call him.  So I thank him for that and that’s way I want to say, thank you.  Mrs. Kiefer stated that was probably universal. 


Finally, Mr. McKay said I believe we all know that, the staff here that worked for him would echo our comments, that he did a wonderful job for this township.

Organization of the Board of Supervisors:

Motion to elect Chairperson.  It was moved by Mr. Plotnick, seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of Supervisors voted to elect Glenn McKay as Chairperson.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.


Motion to elect Vice-Chairperson.  It was moved by Mr. Lamond, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of Supervisors to elect Carol Butterworth as Vice-Chairperson.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to elect Secretary.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of Supervisors to elect Paul Plotnick as Secretary.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to elect Assistant Secretary. It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of Supervisors to elect Michael Lamond as Assistant Secretary.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Public Comment:


Tony Morris, who resides at 2168 Lisa Drive, said she hoped the supervisors would have an open forum for residents to express their opinions as they have in the past.  

During the past three years did Glenn McKay, Carol Butterworth, and Rebecca Kiefer vote for the budget as it stood asked Tony Morris.  Mr. McKay didn’t believe that was correct because Mrs. 

Butterworth was absent for the voting of the budget.  Mr. McKay said he was only available to vote yes on one budget and last December,  I voted no.  Mr. McKay said he’s been on the board for two years.  

In the news article that Mr. McKay wrote on your website I just wanted to make clarification that you voted for 2005 Budget asked Tony Morris.  Correct said Mr. McKay.  You commented that when you got the 2006 Budget you did not feel that you didn’t have enough time said Tony Morris.  In looking back in the records I find that you had as much time to get the questions asked and not get a special meeting before December 12.  On December 12, 2005 you gave the supervisors copies of your letter about the 2006 Budget.  Mrs. Kiefer referred to that incident that there wasn’t enough time said Mr. McKay.  However there was a previous letter given out in November responded Mr. McKay.  Tony Morris asked when was the budget letter you wrote to the other supervisors given asked Tony Morris.  There was an initial letter given in early November.  The supervisors received the draft budget before the public got the budget said Mr. McKay.  It was around Thanksgiving said Mrs. Kiefer.  Initial draft of budget was dated by Vivian Bell said Mr. McKay.  Mr. McKay said we could track that and when the initial draft was available by the date on the bottom.  Mr. McKay said he doesn’t have that initial draft right now so he can’t answer that question.  Mr. McKay said the township requires a certain amount of notice to the 

public to review the budget prior to adoption.  Mr. McKay said he believed the township must have started advertising the 2006 Budget in November because the budget was available for adoption at the first meeting in December.  Tony Morris asked that this information be provided to her by the supervisors next meeting being held on January 10.

Tony Morris asked about the contract for the police department.  Mr. McKay was the liaison for the police department in negotiating the contract for the police department.  Tony Morris commented that she learned that two of the police officers have retired and understands that the present supervisors have 

no plans of rehiring two new police officers.  Mr. McKay said the supervisors have no knowledge of any police officers retiring.  

Tony Morris asked for each of the supervisors to answer this question individually.  From the date of election to this present date have any of the supervisors met with three of you together at any time  prior to this day.  Mr. McKay said if your referring to if we violated sunshine laws we have not.  Mrs. Butterworth said as your supervisor I do not understand your question.  Mr. Plotnick said not being an official supervisor I’m sure I couldn’t have violated any sunshine laws because we have a lot to learn and Mr. Lamond and I were in meetings with Becky, with Carol and Glenn just to find out about our job responsibilities.   Mr. McKay commented that he had never met with the three sustaining supervisors during the course of the year.  

Motion to Appoint Vacancy Board Chairperson for a one (1) year term expiring on December 31, 2006.  
It was moved by Mr. Plotnick, seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Kevin Lawlor to fill the vacancy board chairperson for a one (1) year term expiring on December 31, 2006.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to Appoint Acting Township Manager and Zoning Officer, Amusement Tax      Collector, and Occupation Privilege Tax Collector.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Ken Kugel, Acting Township Manager and Zoning Officer, Amusement Tax Collector, and Occupation Privilege Tax Collector.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to Appoint Township Solicitor.  It was moved by Mr. Lamond, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Robert Sugarman as Township Solicitor.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

  

Motion To Appoint Township Engineer.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Thomas F. Zarko, P.E. as Township Engineer.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Mrs. Kiefer said that she had read the portfolio for Thomas F. Zarko and they have a very admirable one and it was well done as far as stormwater and different water treatment facilities.          

Mrs. Kiefer thought there was going to be an interview process and she would have brought this up at that time.  There were two major concerns that she had (1) Stormwater and (2) Traffic.  We have numerous traffic issues that should be addressed that are in the middle of being addressed.  In regards to the stormwater issue Mrs. Kiefer is concerned that there may be a conflict of interest that CKS Engineers, Inc. represents the Warminster Authority and that Warrington Township has contractual agreements with Warminster Authority.  There are numerous things that need to be decided between Warrington Township and the Warminster Authority. In certain instances the Warminster Authority invoices our Water & Sewer Department and usually Carroll Engineering reviews them and makes adjustments to lessen the amount due and in those particular instances CKS would not be able to represent two different positions said Mrs. Kiefer.  In the future that should be considered in handling this specific issue. We should look at individually said Mrs. Kiefer. 

 The portfolio is extremely limited when it comes to traffic issues said Mrs. Kiefer.  We have traffic issues currently that are already in progress of being handled; mainly, County Line Road Corridor, Kansas Loop Road, 611 Close Loop System, intersection of 611 and Bristol Road, Titus and County Line Road intersection, Pickertown and Folly Roads intersection, Limekiln Pike, and 202.  All have rather extensive traffic issues, not just local roads.  She would like the supervisors to consider the fact that Carroll Engineering has been in the process of handling these particular projects, that those particular issues continued to be addressed by Carroll Engineering. 

Mr. Plotnick said that we appointed Tom Zarko as township engineer and we are leaving it up to his firm to make a decision on what projects should be continued by Carroll Engineering and what projects are out of their realm of expertise.  As a township engineer, he will make those decisions said Mr. Plotnick.  CKS Engineers are a very ethical firm and they will present the facts as they are said Mr. Plotnick. 

 Mrs. Butterworth said since she was the one to make the motion to appoint Tom Zarko as township engineer from CKS Engineers, Inc., she looked into the firm that Thomas F. Zarko was associated with.  They are municipal engineers, which means they do not represent any developers, or individuals.  Their firm deals strictly with municipalities said Mrs. Butterworth.  Mrs. Kiefer stated that many of the townships that they represent also have traffic engineers or in the process of getting one.

Mr. Zarko responded that basically his firm has been municipal engineers for about 25 years.  Their firm has done numerous intersection improvement projects, and traffic improvement projects.  If there is something that is of a specialized nature, we’ll go outside and get a sub-consultant that is utilized for those type projects.  

Tony Morris asked if the budget was going to change if the engineering firm needed to sub-contract out the traffic control.  How will that work within the guidelines for the taxpayers asked Tony Morris.  Mr. Zarko said when his firm is doing any specific work for the township, they would present a proposal to the township for their approval.  In that proposal, if necessary, any sub-consultant costs.  As long as the scope of work has not changed from the original proposal, there would be no reason for us to change our costs.

Stephen Kinney, who resides at 1274 Palomino Drive, said Mrs. Kiefer raised an interesting point that Warrington and Warminster have some areas of potential conflict.  If it came into litigation, the engineering firm would be in the middle.  Is there any creditable possibility that Warrington and Warminster could wind up in litigation over a series of conflicts.  If that happened, then the engineer would have to disqualify himself because he can’t represent both sides of the conflict said Mr. Kinney.  

Mr. McKay said there have been situations where the solicitor would have to excuse himself because he represented a client before the board.  In that case another solicitor is placed in his position for that particular situation said Mr. McKay.  

Mr. Achenbach commented that if there are current things going on there is the potential for a conflict of interest due to the contractual nature of the new sewer plants.  He suggested that current issues may be should be handled by the current engineer; mainly because of expense, and then go forward from there with the new township engineer.  I don’t know how that can be handled professionally said Mr. Achenbach.  Mr. McKay said he does appreciate the fact that there might be a perception of a conflict of interest along the road.  

Motion to Appoint Township Treasurer.  It was moved by Mr. Lamond, seconded by Mrs. Butterworth, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Vivian S. Bell – Township Financial Director-Treasurer.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to Appoint Township Assistant Zoning Officer.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth,  seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Michael Mrozinski as Assistant Zoning Officer.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.
Motion to Authorize the Township Manager to pay payroll and those Township bills at his/her discretion or that accrue penalty between meetings with the approval of the chairman or vice chairman and notification to the other supervisors.  Bills paid by this procedure shall be presented at the next regular meeting for subsequent approval. Tony Morris said before the supervisors vote is it allowed for the general public to speak.  Mr. McKay said there is general advertising but a public hearing is not required.  Mr. Sugarman said under Second Class Township Code the supervisors have the authority to amend the budget and, if necessary,  amend the millage by 2/14/06.  

Resolution:  In Accordance with Section 1802, of the Second Class Code to levy the Fire Hydrant Assessment for 2006 (Only for properties within 780 ft. of Fire Hydrant) 0.25 Mills.  It was moved by Mr. Plotnick, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer that the Board of Supervisors voted to pass the resolution in accordance with Section 1802, of the Second Class Code to levy the Fire Hydrant Assessment for 2006 (Only for properties within 780 ft. of Fire Hydrant) 0.25 Mills as read by the solicitor.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Mr. McKay said the fee schedule incorporates all the billing permits, swim club fees, etc. that are set by the township.  It is a comprehensive set of fees said Mr. McKay.  

Motion:  It was moved by Mr. Lamond, seconded by Mrs. Butterworth, that the Board of Supervisors voted to adopt the Township Fee Schedule for 2006.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Mr. Plotnick asked if there were any changes in this fee schedule from 2005.  Yes, there are some changes said Mr. Kugel.  We should know what the changes are said Mr. Lamond.  Mr. Kugel reviewed those changes made in the 2006 Fee Schedule; i.e., lot line changes, amendment to recorded plans, residential zoning appeal (reflects rising costs for those services), increase in residential building permit construction fee (reflects cost of inspection and administration of the building permit), temporary political signs, right of way (including paper streets) vacation, and updated the fees for the swim club across the board.  It was noted that the swim club fees have been updated in an attempt to break even said Mr. Kugel.

Mr. Plotnick felt that the Board should advertise for other possible strengths to serve on the Planning Commission and felt that we should have a highly qualified person that adds a very valuable skill.  Mr. McKay said there have been some comments from an x-member of the Planning Commission on who should fill this role.  We do have a highly recommended letter from Fraser Wall, Chairman of the Planning Commission.  Mr. Plotnick is looking to get someone who has more 

exposure in architecture and planning expertise.  Mrs. Butterworth said the Board should interview the applicants who have applied.

Motion to Appoint one (1) member of the Board of Supervisors to the Bike and Hike Trail Committee. It was moved by Mr. Plotnick, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Carol Butterworth to the Bike and Hike Trail Committee.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.    

Motion to Appoint one (1) member of the Board of Supervisors to the Cable Television Advisory Board. It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of 

Supervisors voted to appoint Glenn McKay to the Cable Television Advisory Board.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.    

Motion to Appoint one (1) member of the Board of Supervisors to the Environmental Advisory Council.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of 

Supervisors voted to appoint Rebecca Kiefer to the Environmental Advisory Council.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.    

Motion to Appoint one (1) member of the Board of Supervisors to the Planning Commission.  It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Lamond, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Paul Plotnick to the Planning Commission.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.    

Motion to Appoint one (1) member of the Board of Supervisors to the  Police Department. It was moved by Mrs. Butterworth, seconded by Mr. Plotnick, that the Board of Supervisors voted to appoint Michael Lamond as liaison to the Emergency Services Advisory Board. This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Comments from Board of Supervisors


Mrs. Butterworth volunteered to represent any of the supervisors if they were unable to attend any of their liaison committee meetings and then make a report back to the Board.  


Mrs. Kiefer said there are other things that the supervisors do that we are the liaison to that are not official.  One of them being members of the Central Bucks Land Us Transportation Committee and the County Line Road Task Force as well as 202 Parkway.  In the past Ken Kugel has gone as the zoning officer.  If she cannot attend one of her committee meetings she would like to have an alternate.  Mr. Plotnick volunteered to attend if needed.  


Mrs. Butterworth said there have been legal issues in this township regarding insurance.  The previous administration authorized her to look into insurance matters pertaining to the township.  Mrs. Butterworth was asking the supervisors to authorize her to look into workers’ compensation relating to the township, which she would bring back to the Board.  There are some legal issues with Delaware Valley Trust.  The consensus of the Board was in agreement with her request.
