MINUTES FOR AUGUST 9, 2005 MEETING

The regular meeting of the Warrington Township Board of Supervisors was held on August 9, 2005, 7:30 p.m., at the Township Building located at 852 Easton Road, Warrington, PA  18976.  The members present were as follows:

Pledge of Allegiance  


The meeting opened with a pledge to the flag.  

Public Comments

County Line Road Residents

A petition signed by five residents who live on County Line Road was submitted by Sharon Tostes, who resides at 3447 County Line Road requesting that their properties be rezoned from residential to commercial.  Properties in question are located between the nursery and Woodland Avenue and because they are located on a highway some of the residents have been unable to sell their properties anywhere near market value.  Mr. Paul said copies of the petition would be made and forward to the supervisors for their review as well as the planning commission.  Residents would be advised when this item is scheduled for the supervisors agenda said Mr. Paul.  

Barclay Elementary School


Mr. Paul informed Patti Schaedler, who resides at 1718 Palomino Drive, that PennDot has denied the township’s application for the installation of 15 mph speed limit and a school-flashing device at Brandeis Way and Greyhorse Drive near John Barclay Elementary School.  Other requests before PennDot are still pending said Mr. Paul.

Approval of Minutes


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the minutes of the July 12, 2005 meeting. This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Posting of Minutes


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to post the minutes of the July 26, 2005 meeting.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Approval of Bill List


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the bill list from July 26, 2005 to August 9, 2005 in the amount of $1,321,068.08.  This motion passed by a roll call vote of 5 yeas.

To Consider and If Appropriate Amend Traffic Ordinance “No-U-Turn” on Harvard Drive

This request for a “No-U-Turn” was made by the residents on Harvard Drive said Mr. Paul.  Mr. McKay had requested a continuance at the last meeting until more documentation had been made available.  

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mrs. Butterworth the Board of Supervisors voted to amend the traffic ordinance “No-U-Turn” on Harvard Drive.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

To Consider and If Appropriate Award the Bucks County Consortium Pipe Bid 

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. McKay the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the Bucks County Consortium Pipe Bids and award the pipe, State Spec Grates, and Geo Textile Filter Fabric contract to Chemung Supply Company and award the inlet tops and boxes contract to Atlantic Concrete Products.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.  

To Consider and If Appropriate Approve Contract for Signage and Striping Change for Bristol and Easton Roads


Mr. Paul indicated that the modification of the traffic signal at the intersection of Bristol and Easton Roads would be somewhat of an improvement.  Now it’ll be legal for traffic to turn right off of Bristol Road onto Easton Road said Mr. Paul.  Mrs. Kiefer asked if PennDot was going to have a left turn signal going eastbound.  Mr. Wieland said there would be a dedicated left-turn only lane.

Sometime ago Mr. Wayne Bullock said that Anton Kuhner, traffic specialist, had made a statement that PennDot is usually very amicable if the local government will do the engineering and present a plan.  PennDot would be more than happy to do the construction.  Mr. Paul said this idea is something that the supervisors need to look at during budget times.  

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein the Board of Supervisors voted to award the contract for Signage and Striping Change for Bristol and Easton Roads to Armour & Sons Electric, Inc. in the amount of $8,993.00.  This motion passed by a roll call vote of 5 yeas.

To Consider and If Appropriate Approve Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase III, Developer Agreement


Mr. Paul said this is part of the insurance agreement with the developer that protects the township.  The agreement tells the workers when they start and when they stop.  

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. McKay the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the developer agreements for Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase III.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

To Consider and If Appropriate to Approve Lamplighter Village II, Phase III. Developer Agreement 

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the developer agreements for Lamplighter Village II, Phase III.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

To Consider and If Appropriate to Approve the Developer Agreement from the Estates at Warrington Ridge, Phase II


Mr. McKay commented about the July 20, 2005 letter from McBride and Murphy, who are the attorneys for the Cutler Group, Inc. The developer, in lieu of paying the park and recreation fee and capital improvement fees associated with these building permits was authorized to do the work in helping create the expansion of King Park.  McBride and Murphy’s letter sent to Carroll Engineering details the cost of the various items for improving the open space.  When the plan for Warrington Ridge was originally approved, a discussion was held with Dick McBride as to what he was going to do in the open space. Mr. McKay’s understanding was that work to be performed would be the rough grading of the open space for our parks as part of the contribution.  The township engineer followed up with Dick McBride.  Dick McBride’s understanding was that he was going to do the rough grading but any clearing that had to be done prior to the rough grading he was charged for said Mr. McKay.  There was an open discussion at that meeting of what Mr. McBride would be contributing.  


Mr. Paul said he had the township review the minutes that had transpired on this hearing and basically what Mr. McBride said was that he would do the rough grading but he wouldn’t commit to anything else because there was no plan finished for that park in terms of where the ball fields were to be located and no consideration on grading.  


Mr. McKay said he would like to see Mr. McBride give the township the benefit of doubt and absorb the cost of clearing for a total of $37,920 with the understanding that Mr. McBride has no obligation to do so.  

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. McKay the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the developer agreement from the Estates at Warrington Ridge, Phase II.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

To Consider and If Appropriate to Approve the Required Time Extension from Congregation Tiferes B’Nai Israel from August 22, 2005 until September 13, 2005.

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the required time extension from Congregation Tiferes B’Nai Israel from August 22, 2005 until September 13, 2005. This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Request for Escrow Release for Lamplighter Village II, Phase II, Certificate of Completion No. 3 in the Amount of $166,142.63

MOTION:  It was moved by Mr. Paul, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, the Board of Supervisors voted to grant request for escrow release for Lamplighter Village II, Phase II, Certificate of Completion No. 3 in the amount of $166,142.63.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.  

Request for Escrow Release for Lamplighter Village II, Phase I, Certificate of Completion No. 3 in the Amount of $60,417.43

MOTION:  It was moved by Mr. Paul, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, the Board of Supervisors voted to grant request for escrow release for Lamplighter Village II, Phase I, Certificate of Completion No. 3 in the amount of $60,417.43.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.  

Request for Escrow Release for Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase III, Certificate of Completion No. 1 in the Amount of $209,138.00

MOTION:  It was moved by Mr. Paul, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, the Board of Supervisors voted to grant request for escrow release for Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase III, Certificate of Completion No. 1 in the amount of $209,138.00.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.  

Request for Escrow Release for Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase II, Certificate of Completion No. 6 in the Amount of  $630.00

MOTION:  It was moved by Mr. Paul, seconded by Mrs. Kiefer, the Board of Supervisors voted to grant request for escrow release for Stone Manor Corporate Center, Phase II, Certificate of Completion No. 6 in the amount of $630.00.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.  

Awards Dinner


Mrs. Kiefer said she received a telephone call from an individual inquiring if she was going to be at the Awards Dinner.  As I didn’t know anything about this dinner, I was given a copy of an invitation.  The invitation states that a Warrington Annual Community Awards Dinner is taking place.  The three people on the list certainly deserve recognition for many years of community service on behalf of Warrington Township.  What concerned Mrs. Kiefer was that the person who spoke to her believed that Warrington Township was collecting the $35 from each person.  

What really offends Mrs. Kiefer is the fact that the person who sent out this invitation and is collecting the money is head of the Democratic Party.  I’m a little concerned that this is a political fundraiser under the guise of being a Warrington Township activity.  

Mr. Paul said the main problem is that citizens can’t get together and hold the event in the name of Warrington Township and decide to give something to some of their friends.  

Mrs. Morris said she is on this Committee and Mrs. Kiefer asked for enlightenment.  The money will be donated to like Kids R Us, Toys R Us, etc.  Mrs. Morris said that a group of people had gotten together and thought that certain individuals within Warrington Township should be recognized for their many years of community service.  Papers have been filed that this is a non-profit activity said Mrs. Morris.

Mr. Paul said the committee needs to check into it more to make sure they are on solid ground.
