MINUTES FOR JULY 12, 2005 MEETING

The regular meeting of the Warrington Township Board of Supervisors was held on July 12, 2005, 7:30 p.m., at the Township Building located at 852 Easton Road, Warrington, PA  18976.  The members present were as follows:

Pledge of Allegiance  


The meeting opened with a pledge to the flag.  

Public Comments


Mr. Dennis Oravec, who resides at 1249 School Lane, addressed his concerns with an issue he had recently with groundwater runoff from the C&M development on Route 611, primarily his property and his neighbor’s property.  On July 1 we reported to the township the problem of water running at 2”-3” in depth across our properties.  My side yard was totally unusable on July 4 for our picnic.  I made a formal report to the township on July 5 and talked to Mr. Bonargo and he said engineers were involved in looking at the problem.  Some remedial action was taken in the middle of the week but that didn’t seem to solve the problem because upon additional rain and additional runoff the water continued to flow onto the property.  Things have drained a bit but there is still puddling coming from the runoff of the basin that is on the back end of C & M’s property.  

Mr. Oravec asked the township for some consideration that this problem be followed through and looked at in more detail than is apparently occurring to date.  His biggest concern is that this is one rainstorm when this occurred.  I don’t know why this didn’t happen previously.  I don’t know what activity was going on the C&M property that might have caused this to occur.  The point is that the back end of my property which I keep as an untouched woods turned into a swamp.  

In talking with Mr. Bonargo again he said the engineers were out there again and they were going to try some additional changes.  The overriding concern I have is we’re fixing a fix of a fix of a fix and I think we need to take a step back and really take a look at the problem and say what’s going on here said Mr. Oravec.  

Mr. Paul said from what he understood the engineers have come up with some type of resolution to this problem.  Mr. Oravec said he and his neighbors would be interested to know from the township and the township engineer what the initial findings were that caused this problem, what the recommendations initially were to fix the problem, and what are the ongoing recommendations to try and resolve it.  Mr. Paul asked Mr. Oravec to give the township secretary his name and telephone number as well as his neighbors and the township will advise you by telephone or by letter where we are at with this situation.  

Mr. Kevin Reilly, who resides at 2445 Park Road, said he was the one who called the township on July 1.  The township engineer, Roy Reider, stopped by his home and together they walked the property to view the problem.  Mr. Reider admitted that there is a water problem.  Mr. Reilly’s concern is that about two downspouts and a retaining wall and a pipe.  That pipe is aimed basically downhill from me but it’s going behind my property and puddling there and trickles on down.  

Mr. Gary Bromhead, who resides at 2481 Park Road, said all the neighbors have walked through that area and saw the running water.  I had spoken to Richard Wieland, township engineer, and he told me that there was a problem and the township would look into it and fix whatever is the problem.  

Mr. Stan Steinberg, who resides at 2467 Park Road, said the water problem is very real.  Mr. Paul said he remembers a discussion of the water problem at the very beginning and they did some engineering and said they weren’t to get any water on the properties.  Mr. Paul said whether it’s because of moving the topsoil around and that’s capturing some of the water and putting it in places where it shouldn’t be or whether it’s a temporary thing, etc. the engineer is going to work on it and hopefully resolve this problem as soon as possible.  

Mr. McKay asked the township engineer from what you’ve seen out there and looking at the plans in your estimation if it’s built as was the design plan?  It’s close to the design plan said Mr. Wieland.  Mr. Wieland said the main problem is the level spreader, which is a long strip of stone which is intended to distribute the flow over a 80’ width.  The level spreader looked like it had not been backfilled properly.  Mr. Wieland said 75% of the problem has been addressed and there’s still 25% more to be worked on.  

Mrs. Butterworth directed a question to the residents.  Was there any water damage to any structures?  No, mostly on the land said one of the residents.  

Tony Morris, who resides at 2168 Lisa Drive, talked about the continued problems at Willow Knoll.  People are fighting over the parking spaces and putting up signs and painting their house numbers on the parking spots, abandoned car wrecks sitting in the parking lot, and people coming up and starting arguments.  She was asking the Board if they could go around and zone the parking spot lanes and take these signs down and give the police permission to enforce people using trash cans to reserve their parking spots and remove the parking space signs.  Mr. Paul referred this problem to the solicitor and asked him to look into and see what can be done as far as the parking space problem.  

Tony Morris said she is presenting trying to get a dog park within the township.  She has gotten donations for all the fencing, poles, and gates. Mr. Paul told Tony Morris that he would taking this request to the Parks and Recreation Board and it’s on their agenda for their July 28, 2005 meeting at 7:30 p.m.  

Patti Schaedler, who resides at 1718 Palomino Drive spoke to the parking issue and the safety of the students at  John Barclay Elementary School.  She had met with Dave Wetzel, of Central Bucks Schools, and in lieu of his early retirement, he referred me to Scott Kennedy.  Apparently there was a Building and Facilities meeting where they discussed the school zone issue that we had talked about putting up “flashing signs”, reducing the speed to 15 miles per hour during arrival and dismissal.  They asked that I mention to the Board that they are very interested in working with the township to make that happen.  They are aware that they are responsible for the financial accommodating of that to make it happen but they told me that the township needs to request PennDot to make a traffic study or survey the area.  Mr. Paul said the township has to conduct a traffic study and send it into PennDot.  Mr. Paul said he wants to talk to Mrs. Schaedler about some of these other issues along with that and he didn’t want to take the time to do it now.  Mr. Paul requested that Mrs. Schaedler give her telephone number to the township secretary so a time can be set up for them to meet at the site.     

Approval of Minutes


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the minutes of the May 24 and June 14, 2005 meetings. This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Posting of Minutes


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to post the minutes of the June 28, 2005 meeting.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Approval of Bill List


It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the bill list from June 28, 2005 thru July 12, 2005 in the amount of $1,966,473.39.  This motion passed by a roll call vote of 5 yeas.

Eagle Scout – Brendan A. Fay 


Mr. Casey read the Commendation Resolution for Brendan A. Fay, who received the Boy Scout’s highest recognition, the Eagle Scout Award, in recognition of his accomplishments on June 26, 2005.  


Mr. Paul presented Brendan Fay with the Commendation Resolution and asked him to give a synopsis of his accomplishments.  Brendan said he has been involved in the scouting program since he’s been 8-years old and is now entering his junior year at Archbishop Wood High School.  To earn this honor Brendan had met Eagle Scout requirements to complete an approved Eagle Project, earn 21 Merit Badges, serve as a troop leader and participate in the activities of the troop for at least six months as a Life Scout.  For his Eagle project Brendan worked with 19 people from his troop and family and completed a project involving the planning and preparation of 745 meals for “Aid for Friends”.  His goal was 500 meals.  He also gave a $500 donation to “Aid for Friends” to reimburse them for some of the food he used and to keep the process going for them to buy more food for the people that they support.  

Valley Square Village Area – Revised Plans

Mr. Casey read the resolution on the revised - final plan approval for Valley Square - Phase II Village Section.  


Mr. Benner, Esq. brought to the Board’s attention that the land in question, which is actually part of the subdivision plan has been transferred to a laity entity and the laity entity is Valley Square Lifestyle LP.  

MOTION - It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. Fein, the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the revised-final plan for Valley Square – Phase II, Village Section.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Municipal Police Officers Education and Training for Crime Scene/Accident Photography 

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by Mr. McKay the Board of Supervisors voted to approve a MPOETC Grant for Crime Scene/Accident Photography in the amount of $1,464.75.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.

Approval of Water and Sewer Tapping Fee Report and Amendment of Fee Schedule


Mr. McKay asked for clarification if the township has different tapping fees for different parts of the township at one point?  Yes, we did at one point said Mr. Achenbach.  Mr. McKay asked in addition to these fees when a developer is getting reimbursed for recapture is that in addition to these fees when someone hooks up?  No, these establish the recapture fees said Mr. Achenbach. 

MOTION: It was moved by Mrs. Kiefer, seconded by ​​​​​Mr. Fein the Board of Supervisors voted to approve the Water and Sewer Tapping Fee Report and Amendment of Fee Schedule as read by the solicitor.  This motion passed by a vote of 5-0.
